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Exclusion Criteria

Manifest strabismus (checked by cover test at far
and near)

Use of optical myopia control interventions
(multifocal soft contact lenses, progressive
addition lenses, bifocal lenses, orthokeratology
or myopia-prevention drug use e.g. atropine) for
other than a trial (2-week max) period.

Previous adverse reaction to the eye drops used
in the protocol (tropicamide).

Free of ocular and systemic abnormalities that
might affect visual functions or refractive
development
